are clearly philanthropic and charitable. The terms "sponsoring,
contribution to society, financial support” are just different aspects
of charitable deeds.

To what extent and in which ways did the Stavros Niarchos Foun-
dation contribute so as to change the landscape of this field in
Greece during the last twenty years?

We are active on a worldwide level since 1996 and have provid-
ed more than 4,000 grants in 120 countries, offering more than 2
billion Euros. Greece is our country, the birthplace of our founder,
thus the largest portion of our grants concerns activities carried
out in Greece. Our grantmaking activity intensified during the
crisis, culminating with the completion of the development of
the Stavros Niarchos Foundation Cultural Center. We have also
contributed in the establishment of new NGOs whose pioneering
activities and sensitivity have helped thousands of our fellow citi-
zens. Another important fact is that many entities both on a local
and international level learn about us and after discussing with
us, decide to develop charitable collaborations. We believe that
our significant activity in benefiting the public in Greece in the last
twenty years has created an incentive for others that also have the
capacity to contribute and offer, each to the best of their ability. We
also believe that we have contributed in changing the map of char-
itable activity in Greece in more ways: our global actions allow us
to implement best practices in our country that have played a role
in changing the way this field functions in Greece for the better.

What distinguishes you from other foundations with a similar ac-
tivity in Greece?

The objective is a common one, in other words to benefit the soci-
ety. There may be differences in the way we choose to implement
charitable activities, but what matters is the result. We must focus
on our similarities not on our differences. We're content that oth-
ers also want to contribute and our foundation remains steadily

The fundamental criteria are two: the first is more technical, in
other words the existence of an NGO, and the second more sub-
jective but at the same time substantial and subdivided into two
questions. First, has the project under evaluation added value
for the community? And second: do the people implementing it
have moral bearings, are they decent beings?

If the answers to these questions are positive, in most cases

we proceed with a grant. We focus mostly
on the reasons that will make us approve
and not on those that would lead us to a
rejection.

Many believe that the decision-making
process relevant to charitable activities
is actually a science. We believe it's a sci-
ence as much as an art.

By definition, any private initiative, wheth-
er it is in the form of a philanthropic or-
ganization or of any organization for
that matter, cannot substitute the state.
Charitable activities have a purely sup-
plementary character. Foundations do not
have the broadness, the mechanisms, or
the ethical justification allowing them to
replace the state. Our foundation offers
help in many fields and its activity is mul-
tidimensional. Nevertheless, only when
proper collaboration between the private
and the public sectors is established, ac-
tions with a significant social imprint can
be realized and one successful example
of this is our Cultural Center.

Our global activity has helped us in gain-
ing the necessary expertise which allows
for a deep understanding of the compli-
cated issues we are called upon to tackle.
The problems are common most of the
times. So are the needs of the people. The
variables are the conditions in each sec-
tor, geographical particularities and the
nature of the solutions. All these lead to
valuable experiences which allow to tack-
le specific challenges with creativity.

Apart from that, our global activities may
lead to productive collaborations between
grantees striving to find optimal solu-
tions to complex issues. The know-how
of an NGO on the other side of the planet
can reinforce the work of another organ-

thousands of kilometres away.

There's a huge distance between myth and reality.
The notion of competition does not exist in philan-
thropy. The last time | met Antony Papadimitriou,
the President of the Onassis Foundation we dis-
cussed the fact that our founders had a healthy
entrepreneurial rivalry. Now, their foundations
are also healthy co-competitors, having as their
mission the common good, each according to their
interest and capacity.

Everyone contributes to the best of their abilities
and every contribution is important, regardless
of its size. The needs are enormous and there's
room for everyone. In the course of time we have
collaborated with many foundations in Greece and
abroad, by carrying out grants jointly, magnifying
thus the impact of our actions.

A year after the SNFCC was delivered to the Greek
society, the annual number of visitors has exceed-
ed 2.5 million. Both the figures and its excellent
operation is my answer to the concerns expressed
in the past and perhaps still being expressed. The
SNFCC operates under the auspices of the Greek
state exactly as planned. The result is proof of how
much we need public spaces that are truly open,
recreational, and give us hope for the future and
make us feel proud to be both Greek and citizens
of the world.
